We often get calls from volunteers or people from the community who have found a dog that is either lost or 
a stray.  They call Praying for Paws for help and many times, they want to relinquish the dogs to us.  We 
really appreciate the care and concern shown for these dogs and want to offer the following tips if you find a 
dog: 
 
Praying for Paws cannot take a lost or stray dog unless a) all other resources have been utilized and b) 
space is available at the rescue. 
The first step is to take the dog to a local veterinarian or shelter to have it scanned for a micro-chip.  Most 
vet clinics have a scanner and will do it at no cost to you.  If the dog does not have a micro-chip: 
* Walk door-to-door in the neighborhood to look for the owners 
* Make a flyer and post at all local vet clinics, Henry Co. Animal Control and around the area where the     
 dog was found.  www.petbond.com  has a flyer template for lost dogs that is great and easy to use. 
 
Remember that dogs can travel a long way from home, so they may be several miles away from their 
ƻǿƴŜǊǎΦ  aƻǎǘ ƴŜǿǎǇŀǇŜǊǎ ǿƛƭƭ Ǉƻǎǘ άŦƻǳƴŘέ ŀŘǎ ŦǊŜŜ ƻŦ ŎƘŀǊƎe to help.  Also, many owners will check the 
animal shelter each day, so taking the dog to the local animal control facility is often the best choice.
